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SAFETY ON THE WORKPLACE

maintenance or repair activities are caused
by lack of compliance with the main safety
norms.

STAFF REQUIREMENTS

ASSEMBLING

STAGE 1 (fig.1)
Insert the four
wheels (1) in the
support bush (2).
Adjust the cut height
by means of the
spacers (3), as
shown in fig.1.

Place the wheel
supports on the
machine frame and
tighten the four bolts
(4) with the nuis (6)
and washers (5).

STAGE 2 (fig.2)
Place the belts (7)
onto the pulleys.
Place the gearbox
support (8) on the
machine, insert both
belts in the pulley
guides (9) of the
gearbox and tighten
the four mounting
bolts (10). Loosen
the screws (11) of
the gearbox and
adjust the belt
tensioning (see fig.
6) by means of the
adjustment screw
(12);finally tighten
the four screws (11).
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STAGE 3 (fig. 3)
Place the covers
(13) on the belts
and tighten the
screw on the frame
(14) and the two
screws on the
gearbox support
(15). Anchor the
joint plastic cover
(18) by means of
four screws (17) and
the washers (18).

STAGE 4 (fig. 4)
Install the uprights
(19) on the machine
as shown in fig. 4
and insert the bolts
(21), with the relative
nuts (22). Install

the tie-rods (20) on
the machine and
insert the bolts

(28), with the relative
nuts (24). Place the
U-bolt (25) on both
tie-rods and
uprights,as shown

in fig. 4, by inserting
the spacers (26)
between the U-bolt
and the tie-rods;
finally tighten the

screw (27) with the nut (28) and the washer nuts (24). Install the lower hitches (30) on
(29). Make sure that the U-bolt turns freely the supports (31); adjust the length and
on the bolt.

LIFTING SYSTEM

+ Connect the lawn mowers to the
selected equipment on a flat and wide
area.

» Move the lifting system arms slowly
close to the lawn mower; first connect
the lower arms and then the third
upper arm.

* Block the pins with their safety pins.

CONNECTION TO THE CARDAN SHAFT

Before installing the cardan shaft, make
sure that the number of revolutions and
the direction of rotation match those of
the tractor. Carefully read the cardan
shaft and tractor instructions.

Before starting the activity, make sure
that the mown lower, tractor and cardan
shaft power take off covers are installed.
In particular check that the covers cover
completely the cardan shaft.

Make sure that the cardan shaft
maximum and minimum length are
compatible with the required equipment-
tractor working length. If not, contact a
specialised workshop or the cardan shaft
dealer.

After installing the cardan shaft, install
the covers on the tractor and the
equipment by means of the chains and
make sure that the shatft turns smoothly.

Before injecting the lubricating grease (ELF
Translube LI Grease 2 - ELF
LUBRIFICANTI S.p.a.) in the grease
nipples, clean them accurately to prevent
mud, dust or any other foreign matters from
mixing with the grease, thus reducing or
even preventing the lubricating action.

Feed the lubricating grease into the grease
nipples, as indicated by the arrows (fig. 5)
by means of a pump. Stop

BALDE CHECK AND REPLACEMENT
For perfect machine operation,
frequently check the lawn mower
blades: make sure that'they are
efficient, sharp and perfectly
anchored by mearis of the bolis.
Follow the procedure below to
replace the blades:

« Adopt any measures 1o prevent

accidental machine start-up;

« Place the equipment on sturdy

supports;

« Remove the screws anchoring the
blades as shown in fig. 7; remove
the old blades and install the new
ones.

MAINTENANCE

SHUTDOWN

Al the end of the season or if the
equipment is not be used for a long
period of time, accurately clean and
wash the equipment, check and replace
any damaged or worn parts, if
necessary, lubricate the equipment
and cover it.
