This section concerns the most important part of your oper-
ation. We are talking about you. Wear safety glasses.

TRANSMISSION IN "PARK” TO DRIVE
POSTS.

. STAND CLEAR OF POST DRIVER.

SAFETY POST HOLDER

SM-2-PH

The Safety Post Holder is to be used only to set
the post.

When the post needs no more support, the
Post Holder should be removed.

Always use the Safety Post Holder when start-
ing the posts. lllustrated in decal.

Stand ata 45° angle to the Driving Ram. Do Not
stand in front of the Driving Ram. Start the post
with a few short strokes until the post is in far
enough to hold its position by itself, then stand
back and finish driving the post.

. SET BRAKES OR PLACE AUTOMATIC

VALVE SAFETY HANDLE

The Valve Safety Handle is designed to avoid
unintentional use of the valve. Should a valve
handle be accidentally hit, it will not allow move-
ment of the post driver.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

Attach the Mounting Bracket(s) to the front of
the tractor with bolts provided with the Mount-
ing Bracket. Follow the instructions also found
= in the kit for your individual tractor. If no bolts
are provided in the Kit, that model tractor will
have the needed bolts already in the frame.
Metric Bolts are not supplied.

UAII Mounting Bracket bolts are Heat-Treated

(Grade 5). If the brackets are removed please
use this type of bolt when re-attaching.

3 POINT MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

Attach the top hitch bar to the %" Cap Screw in
the upper part of the MB-1201-A.

Attach the Base Plate (SM-1015-BPC) to the
Mounting Brackets with the Base Plate angles
(SM-1015-A). Center the Base Plate on the
mounting brackets making certain thatthe End
Tilt Crank (SM-019) will clear the front of the
tractor. When using the 3 Point bracket, slide
the Base Plate toward the tractor as far as pos-
sible for balance.

Remove the Carriage Channel Pins (SM-014)
from the Base Plate.

Attach the Short Channel (SM-101) to the Main
Carriage Channel (SM-10412) at the mounting
plate turning the nuts down finger tight.

Remove the %" x 5%" Clevis Pin from the Road
Lock Bracket (SM-1041-RLB) taking care as

the Channel! is under spring tension. Move the
Main Carriage Channel up to the Point where
the Carriage Channel Pin holes in the Short
Channel line up with the End Tilt Tee (SM-022)
and the pin tube in the support pipe in the Base
Plate.

Now check that there is approximately 2" be-
tween the rubber bumpers on the Road Lock
Bracket and the lower set of Guide Rollers
(SM-0051) in the Driving Ram. If there is not
the 2" required distance reposition the Short
Channel using the multiple adjustment holes.

GR(SUND HEIGHT

IMPORTANT — When operating the Post
Driver always make certain that there is never
more than 37" distance between the top of the
MB-1201 A bracket and the ground. This will
provide 2" clearance between the lower guide
rollers and bumpers. To operate the Driver
with the MB-1201-A bracket in a higher
position would cause the rollers to come into
contact with the bumpers and would
eventually ruin them and other lower end
components of the Post Driver.

Lower the Main Carriage Channel and tighten
the Channel bolts down fully making certain
that the Short Channel is centered on the Main
Carriage -Channel.

Raise the Channel up to where the pin holes
line up again and reinsert the Carriage
Channel Pins (SM-014) securing them with the
cotter pins provided.
